There are five vacancies on the PCC and any
volunteers can be co-opted until the next APCM in April 2020.

Public Notes of the PCC meeting held 9™ April 2019

St Faith’s Banner: The banner was due for collection from Hampton Court and will
be supplied with a memory stick which will show the stages of restoration.

What is a Repair Café? A team of skilled people will repair items brought in to The
Pallant Centre. It is a service encouraging re-use and recycling.

Pallant Centre: The kitchen in the Hall can be hired as a separate usable space. The
kitchen at the Hall entrance is part of the hall hiring. The refurbished kitchen has
twice as many work surfaces and washing facilities than before with the
opportunity of bringing in extra ovens and hobs should a catering event require
this. Unfortunately, these options did not meet the requirements of the Bell

The Pallant Development Team intends to clarify & strengthen the visible
connection of the Pallant Centre with the Church.

Health & Safety: A revision of the policy will reflect that Pauline is the administrator
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of the policy only, with other daily responsibilities being managed by the staff team.
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Churchyard Group: The Wheel of the Year will now be included in Phase 2 of the
Project. Phase 1 will establish a path with benches and a possible time line of
historical events. A CD of burials has been obtained from the Genealogical Society.
There is also an information file in the Office. The churchyard meeting will
investigate the removal of the large lump of concrete at the South Street entrance.
New Pastoral Worker: Proposal discussed with the Bishop and Archdeacon. The
PCC was unanimous is offering the post to Sandra for 16 hours a week.

Young People & Families Team: It is proposed to start a new Children & Family
Group on a Friday morning in September. Staff costs are covered for the first year.
Sarah Ricketts, educational advisor, will attend the next meeting of the Group.
Worship Committee: Following animated discussion, it was proposed that there

Projects’ Reports: A mini fridge could now be incorporated into the design of the
refreshment area. The project on the tomb at the west door is on hold at present
due to the cost of the repair of the damaged quatrefoil west window.

St Nicholas, Langstone: Anne Plater has offered to continue serving St Nicholas. A
sub-committee is being set up for the Chapel, consisting of the Rector, Anne Plater,
Sandra Haggan and 3 members of the Langstone Village Association.

Budget Report: Three months into the year shows a deficit of £4,822 with money
making activities at the Pallant Centre due soon to redress the balance. The Big
Build Fund is to benefit from £21,500 from Havant Borough Council and £10,000
from Bedhampton Community Trust. The Veolia grant application has passed stage
1. £204 has been raised towards the west window repair. The Charity Shop is
performing ahead of budget to date by 4.7%.

Safeguarding: Pauline has been attempting unsuccessfully to establish a training
course for stewards and new parish volunteers/workers. In-house training could be
held later in the year. Itis planned to send a letter to volunteers to clarify the need
for training.

Electoral Roll: The new Roll has been completed with 114 names on it (41 residing
outside the Parish). 13 church members on the Roll have died since last year. Hugh
Owen will be taking over responsibility as Electoral Officer at the APCM.

Staff Issues: It was highlighted that there was a need to look at the personnel issues
involved in managing what is becoming a full staff team. As an employee, Sandra
would be unable to remain as church warden. It would be necessary to find a
replacement.

Finance Officer: It will be necessary to find a replacement Finance Officer when Mel
Smith retires in October.

Painter joins the Team: Our hitherto self-employed painter is due to be employed
by the parish (as we are currently his sole source of employment). There are
sufficient painting requirements around the parish for many years to come. A
suitable contract, reflecting his need for flexible working hours, will be drawn up.
Date of next meeting: Tuesday 11 June. Please notify any member, or the Rector,
of any issue you would like the PCC to discuss.
