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Notes of the Parochial Church Council Meeting 11 July 2016 
 

 
 

 
 
1. Members took a guided tour of the Pallant Centre prior to the commencement of 
the business-proper to see firsthand all the recent work and changes. 
2. Organ restoration is due to go ahead on 1st August. The church will need to be 
closed for security reasons apart from when the stewards are on duty in the morn-
ing. 
3. Electronics Project.  Tendering is now underway. 
4. Memorandum of Understanding with the Dynamo Youth Theatre is practically 
complete. 
5. Family Café in the Pallant Centre proposal negotiations are proceeding well. The 
current plan is to open the Café in September, building works permitting. 
6. The Churchyard Group is pleased with progress. 
7. Safeguarding.  Clare has temporarily taken over this role. 
8. Weathervane.  The Archdeacon’s permission has been received for the restora-
tion; funding has been confirmed in writing from PO9 Newspapers.  Work has 
started. 
9. The revised budget showing break even, was received and approved. 
10. The Development Officer’s consultancy hours have been extended and his re-
muneration adjusted accordingly. 
11. A proposal by the Treasurer to employ a ‘Finance Officer’ for eight hours per 
week was unanimously agreed. 
12. An application to the Big Lottery Fund to support some major elements of the 
Pallant Centre refurbishments is going forward. A final decision will not be known 
until about 9 months’ time. 
13. Faculty Applications:  PCC unanimous in approving applications for the church 
floodlighting, audio-visual and CCTV systems. 
14. A revised organisational chart for the Parish was circulated and approved for 
circulation to the Parish.  It is now to be found on the St. Faith’s website. 
15. Date of next meeting is set for 5 September 2016.

A curate is a person who is invested with the care or cure of souls of a parish. In this 

sense "curate" correctly means a parish priest; but in 
English-speaking countries the term curate is com-
monly used to describe clergy who are assistants to 
the parish priest. The duties or office of a curate are 
called a curacy.
